Woodland Wahoos Swim Team Code of Conduct for the 2011 Season

1.  Parents must participate at swim team functions.  It is your responsibility to volunteer for and fill your swim meet job and committee assignment.  If you have a swimmer swimming in a swim meet, a family representative is required to work during one session (half of a meet).  Six sessions of volunteering must be completed to fulfill the family’s volunteer requirement for the season.  Failure to complete your volunteer commitment may result in the swimmer(s) not being entered in the next meet.  Ignoring your volunteer commitment for the 2011 season may jeopardize enrollment for the 2012 season.

2.  Parents should not interrupt the coaches during the team practice times.  If you feel it necessary to contact the coaches please leave a note in the coach’s mailbox folder.  You may also address your questions to a Board member who will then relay your concerns to the Coach.  For safety and instructional fairness and completeness, the coaches’ attention should be focused on the practice or swim meet.

3.  All swimmers are to enter through the right side gate.  It will be unlocked at 5:45 pm for evening practices.  All swimmers are to remain in the grass/concrete area until the Head Coach is on deck as required by Stafford County Parks and Recreation.

4.  There is no open swim during practice hours.  All parents and siblings not involved with the team must stay on the grassy area/bleachers and off the pool deck.  Persons not complying with this policy will be asked by the pool staff to pay admission fees or to wait in the parking lot (per Stafford County Parks and Recreation).  Only swimmers, coaches, or Board members are allowed on the pool deck during practices.

5.  All swimmers and their families will respect all staff members at Woodlands Pool and abide by all pool rules.

6.  All swimmers are expected to attend as many practices as possible.  Please tell the Head Coach if you are practicing with another team.

7.  Each swimmer is expected to be on time and ready to hit the water!
8.  Parents may not leave children unsupervised at the pool.

9.  The coach will keep an Emergency Information Sheet on hand for each swimmer.  Parents are responsible for keeping that information up to date.  A current emergency contact person and phone number must be available in case a child becomes ill or injured after the parent leaves the pool.

10.  Parents must be prompt about picking up their child(ren) after practice.  For safety reasons, swimmers waiting for their practice to begin or for their ride after practice are to wait in the grass area inside the fence.  Children are encouraged to wait inside.

11.  Swimmers should notify a coach before leaving the practice area to use the restroom facilities.  Emergency situations are understood.

12.  Swimmers are expected to behave in a courteous, non-disruptive manner in and around the pool, locker room, and at swim meets.  Discourteous or unsportsmanlike behavior toward teammates or opponents will not be tolerated.
13.  No glass containers are allowed in or around the pool area.

14.  Swimmers must let the coach know if they will not be able to swim at any meet as soon as possible.  This will allow the coach to enter someone else in the events.  Please sign the vacation book and leave a notice or send an email to the coach and Volunteer Coordinator.

15.  Each team member or his/her parent or guardian must initial the registration form that indicates that they have read and agreed to the rules.  Should a swimmer fail to comply with the rules, he/she may lose team privileges.  Our goal is for each swimmer to have a fun and safe season.
